The avalanche looked to be 2' deep on the southern flank and 5" deep on the
northern flank... It entrained more snow on the way down, one 2' deep downhill wind loaded pocket and

some loose wet snow. It ran into the bottom of the going home chute, gouging a large hole and then 100ft
downhill left a 200ft by 30ft wide shallow debris pile.”
